SLATE!  WILL YOU HELP???

     All current Cazenovia 7th grade language

students w ill be required to take a New York

State Second Language Proficiency

Examination in either Spanish or French on

June 18 th.  New York State Regents now

mandate all current 7th grade students to

take and pass a second language p roficiency

examination in order to graduate.  Students

who fail the exam must repeat the course

until they earn the credit OR pass a high

school foreign language course (9th grade of

higher).  The only exceptions to th is

regulation are students exempted from

language study by the Committee on Special

Education with individual IEP exemptions.

     Attendance is mandatory.  This exam is

offered on ly once per year.  No exceptions. 

Additionally, students will be scheduled

individually to complete four oral tasks on

either May 29th or June 1 with their language

teacher.

     Cazenovia Middle School is proud of our

students and our language  program.  We  are

conf ident  that o ur students will successfully

complete the exam to meet state mandates.
